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Commentary on the Research on Copper Coin

Abstract: The research on copper coin can be divided into categories of copper coin production, casting, circulation,
monetary thought and system. By reviewing the above research, this paper educes that copper coin is a kind of minor coin
in daily trading in modern China.

They lack a systematic
analysis of the impact of copper coin on economy and society from the macro-economic point of view such as the relation-
ship between copper coin circulation and commodity circulation, and the inflation caused by price fluctuations.

Abstract; The capitalist mode of production, primarily as a theoretical construct, is not identical to the actual system of
capitalism. The division between the two categories is accounted for by the fact that the mode of production does not have
universality or historical necessity and that the system does not have a uniform logic of operation. In the era of neoliberal
globalization, the operation logic of the system takes the form of financialization and accumulation by dispossession. This
logic represents no more than the interests of individual capital, and is of a destructive tendency for total capital or the
capitalist system as a whole.
